The increse in the number of Junior teams and the set up of the Junior Sub Committee is a big step forward in securing the future of our Club. We had hoped that the Council & VCA would support us in improving the practice area, but unfortunately insufficient funds could not allow for the project to commence.

John Bate will not continue as Junior Coordinator and Doug & Alison Retchford have notified the committee that they will not be seeking a position on the committee next year. The contribution and sacrifices made by these three people to our Club could not be measured. We wish them all the best and we are sure to see them regularly at the Club and supporting our teams.

My personal gratitude goes to Tom Hickie, Andrew Cumming and all the members of the committee for their support and encouragement over the year. Special mention to Ian Boyce for his tireless and unselfish work around the club. Chris Stafford has been very supportive of our Club in his role as Secretary of the Grounds Trust and made my role this year less of a burden. Congratulations to all Junior coaches and managers on a outstanding season and also to all our players both in the Junior & Senior teams. To our numerous sponsors we are grateful for your generous contributions and we hope that your support will continue for sometime.
